FADE IN:

INT. CHRIS' REC ROOM -- DAY

CHRIS is asleep on the floor. PAN to JENNIFER, asleep on the nearby couch. She opens her eyes and sees Chris. She smiles.


JENNIFER


(dreamily)

Chris.

Her eyes fly open as she realizes that she's not at home.



JENNIFER

Yikes. Chris?

Jennifer sits up abruptly. She is dressed in sweats.



JENNIFER

This is great. What time is it?

Chris stretches lazily.



CHRIS

Twenty to nine.



JENNIFER

What?

Jennifer bolts to her feet and starts scrambling for her things.



JENNIFER

I've got a math mid-term first period.



CHRIS

Relax...

Chris stands.



JENNIFER

Are you kidding? It's worth 20% of the grade.



CHRIS

You're never going to make it. Why don't you just stay for breakfast?



JENNIFER

Well, who's up there?



CHRIS

My dad. What's it matter?



JENNIFER

Oh, for God's sake, Chris. What's he going to think?



CHRIS

He's going to say, "That's my boy."



JENNIFER

Laidlaw...



KELSEY (O/S)

Chris, who's down there?



CHRIS

Who do you think?

Jennifer rushes for the door just as KELSEY enters. She stops dead as she sees Jennifer.



KELSEY

Jennifer. 


(beat)

Did you stay all night?



JENNIFER

No. I was just on my way to school and stopped by to get my shoes.

Jennifer smiles at Chris and exits.

FADE OUT

END OF TEASER

ACT ONE

FADE IN:

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- DAY

SHANNON heads for class. Jennifer rushes in and races for her locker.



JENNIFER

I can't believe this. The one day I sleep in.



JENNIFER

Can I borrow your calculator?

Jennifer opens her locker.



SHANNON

What, adding up the cost of your wicked ways?

Shannon hands Jennifer a calculator.



JENNIFER

I have a math mid-term. Did anybody notice I was gone?



SHANNON

Yeah, your mom took it pretty hard. When I left, she was still drinking gin and sobbing.



JENNIFER


(laughs)

Shannon.



SHANNON

She isn't too pleased, but she'll get over it. I'm not so sure about your brother, though.



JENNIFER

Derek? When did he get home?

The girls move down the corridor.



SHANNON

Last night. The rig closed for equipment repair or something. He had a lot of questions, like why I was there, and where you were.



JENNIFER

What did you tell him?



SHANNON

Oh, I was fairly vague, but he's not stupid.

Jennifer turns and her notebook slides off her pile of books and onto the floor. She leans to pick it up.



JENNIFER

Oh! This is going to be one of those days where everything goes wrong.



SHANNON

Don't say that. My first-ever radio show is this afternoon.



JENNIFER

Oh, of course. You'll do great.

Jennifer and Shannon head off in separate directions.

INT. SCHOOL -- REFRESHMENT AREA -- DAY

BEKKA and KAT enter. CRAIG marches in ranting.



CRAIG


(to himself)

Uber Burger.

Craig storms up to ANIKA’s table. SHELBY holds up a mirror for Anika, who is retouching her make-up.



CRAIG (CONT’D)

Have you heard the latest?

Bekka and Kat sit on a nearby couch, listening to Craig’s rant.



SHELBY

They're bringing back the Mega Double Cheeseburger?



CRAIG

They're offering to fund a hot-lunch program in the elementary schools.



KAT

Feeding poor kids. How low can they go?



CRAIG

But that's just it. This isn't about feeding poor kids. This is a Trojan Horse corporate strategy.



KAT

Whatever you say, Craig.



CRAIG

They want a presence in the schools, so they offer us a few computers, and now it's hot lunches, and do you know what the worst part is?



ANIKA

No one cares?



CRAIG

Exactly. No one cares.



ANIKA

I thought it would be something like that.

Shelby and Anika walk off. Craig follows, continuing the rant.



CRAIG

This school is full of apathetic people. No one makes a peep about anything.

On Bekka and Kat.



KAT

Look at him. He's following her like a lovesick puppy.



BEKKA


(grins)

Yeah, well, love does funny things to people.



KAT

Not you, too.



BEKKA

We had a really nice time last night. The movie was great. Kevin even bought dinner.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- DAY

KEVIN and GIL munch doughnuts as they walk along.



GIL

So where'd you go?



KEVIN

Uber Burger.



GIL

You don't have dinner at Uber Burger. Dinner is where there's candles and tablecloths and you're guaranteed to get lucky.



KEVIN


(starry-eyed)

I already feel lucky.



GIL

Dude, don't go there. Come back to me.



KEVIN

It was worth sitting through two hours of a chick movie.



GIL

Just sitting?



KEVIN

I shouldn't say. It wouldn't be right.



GIL

You mean no. I figured. You're going to have to do more than that to get lucky with that girl.



KEVIN

It's not about getting lucky.



GIL

Yeah, sure. It's all about companionship, mutual respect, and connection with another human being.



KEVIN

Well, exactly, plus the way she looks in sweaters.

The guys stop at Gil's locker.



GIL

I don't want to hear it.



KEVIN

I asked her out again tonight.



GIL

Look, if you want to get somewhere, you'll have to come up with something better than movies and a burger.



KEVIN

Like what?



GIL

Like, expensive. She likes expensive.



KEVIN

But I spent everything I had last night.



GIL

One movie, a couple burgers, and that's it?



KEVIN

I got money for my birthday, but that was last April.



GIL

Well, then, hang on to the memory of last night. Something to brighten the long, lonely months ahead.

Gil walks off. Off Kevin, worried.

INT. CAPTAIN JAVA -- DAY

DEREK leans on a railing, talking to MAGGIE as she clears tables.



DEREK

Well, we were working 12-hour shifts around the clock, day and night. You know, not that there even is night up there in the summer.

Jennifer enters and approaches Derek.



DEREK

Hey, little sister!

Jennifer and Derek embrace warmly.



JENNIFER

Derek, I didn't know you were getting back.



DEREK

Obviously.

Maggie approaches from behind the counter.



MAGGIE

You want a latte?



JENNIFER

Yeah, make it a double shot.


(to Derek)

How was Yellowknife?



MAGGIE

Oh, fairly epic, apparently--battling blizzards, wrestling polar bears, but the strong survive.



JENNIFER

You look great. Are you staying for awhile?



DEREK

Uh, six weeks.

Jennifer and Derek sit at a nearby table.



DEREK

So, what have you been up to? House painting in your spare time?



JENNIFER

House painting?



DEREK

Wearing sweats to school.



JENNIFER

Oh, I just slept in this morning.



DEREK

Well, I'm glad to hear you got some sleep.



JENNIFER

I got lots of sleep, thank you.



DEREK

You're being careful, right? You're taking all the necessary precautions?



JENNIFER


(embarrassed)

Derek.

Derek holds his hands up as if to back off.



DEREK


(good-natured)

All right.



JENNIFER

Look, I'm fine, okay? I'm happy and I've got a brain and things are under control.

INT. SCHOOL -- STUDY HALL -- DAY

Shannon and Craig enter.



SHANNON

We're debating the whole issue of student apathy. It's going to be excellent...


(beat)

I hope.



CRAIG


(pointed)

Who have you got for a speaker?



SHANNON

Two grad students, one from S.F.U. who says that students are more active than they used to be, and one from U.B.C. who says they aren't.



CRAIG

Well, if it's a high-school show, you should have a high-school student.



SHANNON

Craig, all you'd talk about is Uber Burger.

Shannon walks off.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- DAY

Kevin and MARK walk along.



KEVIN

What if Gil's right, and she wants expensive? I mean, that could take, like, money.

Craig joins them.



MARK

Yeah, and you don't have that.



CRAIG

Do you ever think of getting a job?



KEVIN

What, like, work?



MARK

You never babysat before, had a paper route?



KEVIN

Well, I mean, Mom never liked me on the streets.



CRAIG

That probably rules out a lemonade stand.



MARK

Well, the warehouse is hiring, but you probably can't stay out that late, so...

Mark heads upstairs.



KEVIN


(enthusiastic)

A warehouse. It's warm. It's dry. I could do that.

Craig walks away. Off an excited Kevin.

INT. SCHOOL -- REFRESHMENT AREA -- DAY

Jennifer walks in. She approaches Shannon, who sits at a table speaking into her cellphone.



SHANNON

Oh, all right. Thanks anyway.

Shannon hangs up. She and Jennifer head for the corridor.



SHANNON (CONT’D)


(to Jennifer)

I think your premonition was right. This is one of those days.



JENNIFER

Oh, why? What happened?



SHANNON

That S.F.U. guy bailed on me.



JENNIFER

So? You interview the U.B.C. guy. Ask the tough questions yourself.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- CONTINUOUS

Shannon and Jennifer move down the corridor.



SHANNON

Well, for one thing, I'm producing, so it means I have to figure all those buttons to push. Besides, it would be really cool to put him against a student who's actually involved.



JENNIFER

Craig?

Shannon gives Jennifer a raised eyebrow. Jennifer reads it immediately.



JENNIFER

Oh, no. This really is a bad day.



SHANNON

Come on. You're well-spoken, you're totally involved, and you're my best friend who I've always been able to depend on.



JENNIFER

And it's a radio show, so it won't matter that I'm dressed like this.



SHANNON


(hugs Jennifer)

Oh, thank you! I love you.



JENNIFER

What time?



SHANNON


(heads off)

Right after school. You'll be great.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- MOMENTS LATER

Jennifer bumps into LAUREL, who carries a large stack of books and is dressed in an elegant outfit. They hurry along the corridor.



JENNIFER

Wow. I can tell you're not heading to Phys Ed.



LAUREL

1:00 flight. I just came by to get my books.



JENNIFER

Dressed like that, you must be going first class.



LAUREL

Oh, this? My agent told me to dress up. I'm supposed to meet some bigwig at the airport.



JENNIFER

Your agent? What, a short fat guy with a cigar?



LAUREL

Actually, she's tall, slim, and a vegetarian, and if she smokes cigars, she does so in private.



JENNIFER

The life of a supermodel.

Laurel laughs.



LAUREL

Well, at least the timing's right. I can't wait to take a break. I will see you next week.

Laurel turns to leave.


JENNIFER

See you.

Jennifer moves off. Laurel stops in her tracks as she spots Mark.



MARK


(casual)

Hey. Where's the modeling gig this time?



LAUREL


(icy)

Montreal.



MARK


(re her stack of books)

Can I give you a hand?



LAUREL

No, I'm fine. My cab's waiting outside.

Laurel walks off. Kevin approaches, nodding to Laurel as she passes. He approaches Mark.



KEVIN

That's got to be tough, but, I mean, it's not like she hasn't dumped you before.



MARK

Is that supposed to cheer me up?

Mark starts walking. Kevin follows.



KEVIN

So, about that job at the warehouse, would I, like, apply for it?



MARK

Are you serious?



KEVIN

Yeah. Why not?



MARK

Well, you do realize that it's physical labour--lifting, moving.



KEVIN

Well, I've lifted lots of things. So who would I talk to?

Mark and Kevin stop.



MARK

Uh, the guy's name is Tyler. He's the manager. He's having interviews this afternoon.



KEVIN

Okay.

Mark moves off.



KEVIN


(calls after Mark)

So when you say lift, what do you mean, like, 20 pounds?

Mark gives him a look as he enters the Study Area.



KEVIN (CONT’D)


(follows Mark)

What, 30?

INT. CAPTAIN JAVA -- DAY

Anika saunters down the stairs with a coffee. Maggie works in the B/G. Jennifer, looking tired, sits at the counter.

Chris enters and approaches Jennifer.



JENNIFER

No fair. You showered.



CHRIS

Well, the male of the species always has the brighter colouring. You ever noticed that?



JENNIFER

And higher opinion of himself.



CHRIS

So listen, I've been thinking. We work too hard. What we need is a good dose of relaxation and stress relief.



JENNIFER

Your kind of relaxation?

Jennifer moves to a table. Chris follows.



CHRIS

Oh, that would definitely be part of it, but I'm actually talking about Christmas holidays.



JENNIFER

I just want to get through today.

He sets several travel brochures on the table.



CHRIS

Mexico. We should go together.



JENNIFER

The two of us?



CHRIS

Well, unless you want to invite Kelsey and Derek. I checked the Net. We can get some great student deals if we book right away.



JENNIFER


(tempted)

Mexico...



CHRIS

Come on. Imagine it. Bright days, moonlit nights.



JENNIFER

Shrieking parents arriving on the next flight.



CHRIS

I'll meet you after class and we can go to the travel agent together.



JENNIFER

Oh, Chris, look, this sounds amazing, but I'm really not sure.



CHRIS

I am. I'm going to go buy some sunscreen right now.

Chris stands and gives Jennifer a peck on the cheek. He heads out.

Anika sidles over.



ANIKA

Isn't it great how Chris likes you no matter how you dress?



JENNIFER

Anika. It's always such a treat.

Maggie stands nearby.



MAGGIE


(to Jennifer)

I think you look great.



ANIKA

Actually, you're looking kind of pasty.

Anika sits.



ANIKA (CONT’D)

Are you all right?



JENNIFER

Actually, I think I'm coming down with something.

Anika spots the brochures and grabs one.



ANIKA

Mexico. How romantic.



JENNIFER

Yes, it is.



ANIKA

So, I take it this would be one room and not two.



JENNIFER

Why, do you want to come?



ANIKA

I don't think so. I know Chris and I've been to Mexico. They both have their hazards.

Jennifer is suddenly overcome with nausea. She puts a hand to her mouth and rushes from the table.



JENNIFER

I've got to go.

Jennifer bolts. Anika and Maggie watch as she makes a beeline for the washroom. Off Anika, eyebrows raised.

FADE OUT

END OF ACT ONE

ACT TWO

FADE IN:

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- DAY

Jennifer enters, still looking peaked. TRACEY and TWO GIRLS watch as she opens her locker.



TRACEY

Are you okay?



JENNIFER

I'm not feeling great. Too much caffeine on an empty stomach.

Tracey approaches.



TRACEY

Too many late nights, huh?



JENNIFER

You're in Chris' English class, aren't you?



TRACEY

Normally, I try not to notice.



JENNIFER

Um, I was supposed to meet him after school. Do you think you could tell him I can't make it? I'm going home.



TRACEY


(with false cheer)

Sure, I'll tell him.



JENNIFER

Thanks.

Jennifer starts to head out.



TRACEY

Sounds like you could use some sleep.

Jennifer turns to look at Tracey.



TRACEY (CONT'D)

Chris' couch is kind of lumpy, isn't it? Not that I've ever slept on it.

A nonplussed Jennifer walks off without giving Tracey a response.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR/STAIRS -- DAY

Shannon hurries down the stairs. She spots someone O/S.



SHANNON

Craig!

She rushes up to Craig, who is strolling along.



SHANNON (CONT’D)

Thank God. I think I need you.



CRAIG

Oh, I thought we were just friends.



SHANNON

No, for the show. I just lost a guest. The guy from U.B.C., when he found out he was debating Jennifer, he cancelled.



CRAIG

Well, hey, I am so your guy.



SHANNON

Okay, just, now, I can't find Jen.



CRAIG

I saw her just before lunch.



SHANNON

I'll check her locker. You go to the studio and wait. We're on in five minutes.

Shannon moves to go, then has an afterthought. She turns to Craig.



SHANNON (CONT’D)

And don't mention Uber Burger.

Kat races up to Shannon.



KAT


(re Craig)

Don't tell me you're putting him on the air.

Kat follows Shannon as she rushes along.



SHANNON

I have to. My guest bailed.



KAT

Well, Craig can certainly fill air time. Just, you know, wind him up and watch him blither.



SHANNON


(annoyed)

What's up with you and Craig, anyway?



KAT

There’s nothing between Craig and I.

Shannon distractedly looks around for Jennifer.



SHANNON

Every time you look at him, your lip curls.



KAT

I hardly notice him one way or another, except when he gets on one of his stupid rants.



SHANNON


(gets an idea)

Wait. That's perfect. You can debate Craig.



KAT

You must be joking.



SHANNON

Kat, if you don't do this, it's just him talking, going on, and on, and on, and on...

Off Kat, considering.

INT. SCHOOL -- RADIO STUDIO -- DAY

Craig paces. He grabs a script and flips through it. Shannon and Kat dash in.



SHANNON


(indicates a stool)

Okay, Kat, you sit here.



CRAIG


(re Kat)

I'm debating her?

Shannon sits at the console.



KAT

I got talked into it as an act of civic duty.

Craig sits opposite Kat at a high table.



CRAIG

Where's Jen?



SHANNON

I don't know. Okay, guys, remember, this is a lively, but polite exchange of ideas.



CRAIG

Well, I'm always polite.



KAT


(smiling through her teeth)

Yeah, except you never let anyone else talk.



SHANNON

Okay, we're on the air in three...two...one.


(into microphone)

Welcome to the first edition of “McKinley Live.”

INT. WAREHOUSE -- OFFICE -- DAY

PAIGE, an attractive young woman, grabs an application from TYLER.



PAIGE

Thanks.

She moves to a desk and starts filling out the application. Mark and Kevin enter and approach Tyler's work area.



MARK

Okay, no promises. There's a bunch of other applicants and they all have experience at doing something.

Paige notices the guys as they walk by.



KEVIN

Hey, I've had experience at lots of things. It's just none of them ever paid me money.

Mark takes an application from Tyler's desk and hands it to Kevin.



MARK

Here. I'll see what I can do.

Paige looks curiously at Mark.

INT. WAREHOUSE -- CORRIDOR -- CONTINUOUS

Mark approaches Tyler at his locker.



MARK

Hey, man.



TYLER

Later.

They move down the corridor.



TYLER (CONT’D)

Dufus got himself a flat on the Port Mann. It's going to be rush hour in 15 minutes.



MARK

So who's doing the interviews today?



TYLER

You are.



MARK

What? What am I supposed to ask them?



TYLER

Their Zodiac sign, their favourite colour, I don't know. Whatever I asked you when you got hired.

Tyler walks off. Mark sighs and turns back to the office, passing an excited Kevin as he goes.

INT. JENNIFER'S GARAGE -- DAY

Chris starts to jot a note as Jennifer enters, carrying a small plastic bag.



CHRIS

Hey, I was just leaving you a note. I heard you weren't feeling too great.



JENNIFER

Yeah. Too much excitement. It’s late nights and tropical vacations.

Jennifer puts the bag in her backpack.



CHRIS

Well, listen. Why don't you stay here and get some rest and I can go on my own?



JENNIFER

Go where?



CHRIS

To the travel agent.



JENNIFER

Chris, can we just hold off on this trip?



CHRIS

You don't want to go?



JENNIFER

I mean, you only told me about it this morning, and all of a sudden...



CHRIS

Relax. It's cool, but I do need to know in the next day or two.



JENNIFER

Can it just wait until tomorrow? I've got a splitting headache.



CHRIS

Do you need anything?



JENNIFER

No, I've got something. I just want to lie down.

Jennifer moves off. Chris watches her.

INT. CAPTAIN JAVA -- DAY

Bekka, Gil and several STUDENTS sit at a computer terminal, listening to Shannon's radio show. They laugh as they listen.



KAT (V/O)

You're kidding yourself if you think you can change anything. I mean, it's out of our control.



CRAIG (V/O)

No, it's not. We can make a difference. We can raise public consciousness.

Anika approaches.



ANIKA

What's so funny?



BEKKA

Craig and Kat are debating.



ANIKA

Craig and Kat?



GIL

She's killing him.



CRAIG (V/O)

We can bring issues to light...

INTERCUT WITH--

INT. SCHOOL -- RADIO STUDIO -- DAY

Craig and Kat sit face to face. Some STUDENTS observe from the other side of the glass.



CRAIG (CONT'D)

And people can discuss them.



KAT

That won't make any difference, okay? It's just talk.



CRAIG

I don't think that's true.



KAT

You’re a walking mouthpiece, a human P.A. system, but you never actually manage to change anything.

Shannon listens from her seat at the console.

Anika approaches the computer terminal.



CRAIG (V/O)

How would you know? You spend all your time dwelling on the Net like some creature of darkness.

Laughter from Anika and Gil.

Shannon intervenes.



SHANNON

Guys, let's take this easy, okay?



CRAIG

Yeah, well, she started it.



KAT

Oh, a creature of darkness?



CRAIG

You spend all your time in a basement.



SHANNON


(into microphone)

Thanks for tuning in, everyone. We'll be back after this break.

Shannon takes her earphones off and turns to Craig and Kat.



SHANNON


(unimpressed)

Okay, guys, we need to cool down.



KAT


(to Craig)

I do not live in a basement.



CRAIG

Yeah, well, it's so easy to snipe when you're sitting on the sidelines.

More laughter from the students at the cafe. Craig and Kat’s argument is still on-air.



CRAIG (CONT’D V/O)

Try getting involved.

Craig gets angry.



CRAIG (CONT’D)

I mean, I finish what I start.



KAT


(livid)

Oh, you never follow through!

Craig is stung.



SHANNON

You guys want to give this a break?



CRAIG

Name one thing, one thing...

Bekka and Gil giggle.



CRAIG (CONT'D V/O)

That I have dropped.

Anika shakes her head.



ANIKA

Oh, please.

Kat challenges him.



KAT

How about me?



CRAIG

I never dropped you.



KAT


(shouts)

You kissed me, and then nothing!

Craig is speechless.

More murmurs and giggles from the Captain Java gang. Anika attempts a nonchalant expression.



CRAIG (V/O)

That is ancient history, and what does that have to do with Uber Burgers?

Anika storms off.

Kat lays into Craig.



KAT

It has to do with integrity, Craig, because that's what it all boils down to.



SHANNON


(notices console)

Oh, no.

Craig looks at Kat with confusion.



KAT

But you're so keen on lecturing everyone else--



SHANNON


(interrupting, panicked)

You guys? We're still on the air.

This news snaps them out of their argument.



CRAIG

What? What do you mean, we're still on the air?

Shannon shrugs, flustered. Kat and Craig turn to see the giggling students outside the studio. Craig hides his face, embarrassed.

There is uproarious laughter at Captain Java.

END INTERCUT

A telephone RINGS in the studio. Shannon answers it.



SHANNON

Hello?


(beat)

Hi, Anika.

Craig turns to Shannon in a panic.



SHANNON (CONT’D)


(hands phone to Craig)

It's for you.



CRAIG

Oh yeah, right.

Craig jumps up and races off.



SHANNON


(into phone)

He's going to have to call you back.

Shannon hangs up.

INT. WAREHOUSE -- OFFICE -- DAY

Paige mills about. Kevin hands his completed application to Mark.



KEVIN

So, what now? Are you going to interview me?



MARK

That'd be kind of weird. Plus, I already know all the answers.



KEVIN

Exactly. I'm honest, reliable, excellent company. Besides, I'll buy you a coffee.



MARK

What?



KEVIN

Whenever you get finished down here, I'll be at Captain Java.



MARK

Sure. Whatever.

Kevin leaves. Mark approaches Paige.



MARK

You are...



PAIGE

Paige Lecky. It's on the sheet.



MARK

For the S and R job?



PAIGE

Yeah, I have experience.


(beat)

Is that other guy coming back, uh, Tyler?



MARK

No. I'm doing the interviews.



PAIGE

Right.

Paige moves to her backpack, prepared to leave.



MARK

What are you doing?



PAIGE

Saving us all some time. It's pretty obvious you're just going to hire your buddy.



MARK

Who says?



PAIGE

Fine


(drops her backpack)

We'll do the interview.

Mark glances at her application.



MARK

Uh...you, uh, went to McKinley?



PAIGE

Yeah, but I didn't graduate, which would be one of the reasons why I have to work at a warehouse.



MARK

So you think you're too good for this job?



PAIGE

Don't you?



MARK

Why did you apply?



PAIGE

Because I really need the money and I'm extremely qualified...


(beat)

but you don't need to hear that, do you?



MARK

Mind telling me about your weaknesses?



PAIGE

I have a bad attitude.

Paige smirks. Off Mark, smiling nervously.

INT. SCHOOL -- RADIO STUDIO -- DAY

Alone in the studio, Shannon does her best to continue the program.



SHANNON


(into mike)

Maybe we're not making a difference because we're falling into the same old habits. Maybe we need to be a little more creative than writing petitions. Maybe we need to get a little more radical. I mean, Lady Godiva, she rode a horse naked to prove her point.

INTERCUT WITH--

INT. CAPTAIN JAVA -- DAY

A telephone RINGS in the studio.



SHANNON (V/O)

Great. We have a caller.



GIL (O/S)

Naked. Now you're talking.

REVEAL Gil at the Captain Java pay phone.



SHANNON (V/O)

Is this Gil?



GIL

Let me get this straight. You're willing to take your clothes off and get on a horse?

Shannon is not impressed.



SHANNON

No, of course not. Don't be ridiculous.



GIL (V/O)

But you just said...



SHANNON

No, I said that maybe people need to be ready to put themselves out there...

Gil listens intently.



SHANNON (CONT'D V/O)

If there's a cause they really believe in.



GIL

So if you really believed in something...

Shannon thinks for a moment.



SHANNON

Sure.

Gil grins.



SHANNON (V/O)

Maybe I would be willing  to put myself out there.



GIL

And do anything...

Shannon sees where this is going.



GIL (CONT'D V/O)

For the right cause?



SHANNON

Well, define anything.

Gil looks pleased with himself.



GIL

Tell you what. I'll think about that and get back to you.

Gil grins with satisfaction as he hangs up.

END INTERCUT

Shannon disconnects the call from her end.

INT. SCHOOL -- CORRIDOR -- DAY

Kat storms past Craig as he stands at his locker.



KAT

Well, I look like an idiot, but you're the one who's dead.

Craig follows her. The conversation becomes heated immediately.



CRAIG

And you accuse me of shooting my mouth off?



KAT


(faces him)

Well, if you didn't make me so mad--



CRAIG

Oh, so it's my fault?



KAT


(yells)

You know something, Craig?

Kat looks at Craig’s lost expression for a beat, then starts laughing.



KAT (CONT’D)

We just had a totally humiliating public break-up, and we never even went out with each other.



CRAIG


(calming)

Kat, that's not funny.



KAT

No.

Craig joins Kat in laughing.



CRAIG

Well, maybe it is kind of funny.


(beat)

Look, if I hurt your feelings--



KAT

You didn't hurt my feelings.



CRAIG

I mean, if this is something that's been bothering you--



KAT

It hasn't been bothering me at all. Actually, I never really think about it.



CRAIG


(disappointed)

Good.


(long beat)

Hey, do you want to get a cup of coffee or something?

Kat spots someone O/S. Craig turns to see an unimpressed Anika standing behind them.



KAT


(good-natured)

Yeah, maybe some other time.

Kat walks off.



CRAIG


(laughs nervously)

Anika...

Anika approaches Craig.



ANIKA

So, you and Kat Deosdade.



CRAIG

Wait, I can explain.



ANIKA


(sympathetic)

I had no idea the depths you'd sunk to before I came into your life.

Craig nods, agreeing. Anika gives him a hug.

INT. CAPTAIN JAVA -- NIGHT

Mark enters and walks up to the counter. Kevin spots him and approaches.



KEVIN

So, boss, can I buy you that cup of coffee?

Mark can’t look Kevin in the eye.



MARK

I'm not your boss.



KEVIN

Well, no, but, once you talk to Tyler...



MARK

Listen, Kevin, you don't really want a job, do you?



KEVIN

No, but I really want the money.



MARK


(false cheer)

Hey, is working really your thing?



KEVIN


(getting it)

You hired the babe.



MARK

Listen, she had more experience and she actually needs the work.

A hurt Kevin moves off. Mark calls after him.



MARK (CONT’D)

I'm sorry, man.

Off Mark, feeling like a bad friend.

INT. JENNIFER'S GARAGE -- NIGHT

Jennifer walks in with a basket of laundry and places it on the washing machine. Shannon enters from outside.



SHANNON

Jen? Are you okay?



JENNIFER

Oh, more or less.



SHANNON

What happened this afternoon?

Jennifer stuffs laundry into the machine.



JENNIFER


(remembering)

Oh, the radio show. I completely forgot. What happened?



SHANNON

Well, I dragooned Kat, and then it turned into this totally weird argument, and then it got really interesting.


(re Jennifer’s laundry)

You're mixing colours and whites.



JENNIFER


(distracted)

What?


(realizing)

Oh, right.

Jennifer takes the laundry out.



SHANNON

Stop. What's wrong?

Jennifer breaks down. She moves from the washing machine.



JENNIFER

I just totally screwed up.



SHANNON

What?



JENNIFER

I thought I was being so careful. I was taking all the precautions, so what are the odds?



SHANNON

I'm not following.



JENNIFER

I just took one of those home pregnancy tests.



SHANNON

Oh, no.



JENNIFER

Oh, yes.

Off a very heavy Jennifer.
